The Alchemist by Paulo Coelho
These quotations go in chronological order.  I did not include page numbers (as your book may not match mine) and as there are no chapters, you will simply need to watch for them as you read. As stated in class, I am dividing the book into three reading and journaling sections.

Section #1: You must choose one quotation from the list below, plus one of your own choosing. For these two, please write a one-paragraph response, using the PEAR method. For the remainder of the quotations, simply write a sentence or two in which you agree or disagree and why. 
1. “People from all over the world have passed through this village, son,” said his father.  “They come in search of new things, but when they leave they are basically the same people they were when they arrived.” 

2. “It’s the possibility of having a dream come true that makes life interesting.”
3. “It’s the simple things in life that are the most extraordinary; only wise men are able to understand them.”

4. “What’s the world’s greatest lie?”
5. “Everyone, when they are young, knows what their Personal Legend is.  At that point in their lives, everything is clear and everything is possible.”
6. “That’s the way it always is,” said the old man. “It’s called the principle of favorability.”

7. “I’m like everyone else – I see the world in terms of what I would like to see happen, not what actually does.” 
8. “As he mused about these things, he realized that he had to choose between thinking of himself as the poor victim of a thief and as an adventurer in quest of his treasure.” 

9. “There must be a language that doesn’t depend on words, the boy thought.” 

10.  “It was as if the world had fallen silent because the boy’s soul had.” 

Here are some sample PEAR paragraphs. Let’s analyze them together. 
Quotation: “I couldn’t have found God in the seminary, he thought, as he looked at the sunrise.”
Response #1:

Santiago is not very religious. He spends all his days with the sheep. Because of this, he is outside when the sun comes up. He thinks about God when he sees the sun rising. This makes him happy. He did not want to go to the seminary.

Response #2:

Santiago is happy to be outside. He likes to travel and see the world. It makes him feel connected to God and therefore happy. I am the same way. I can’t understand why my classmates want to go to college for four more years after spending their childhoods cooped up in schools. I like all kinds of weather, but when someone asks me what my favorite season is I always answer summer, because it means I can be outside all day. Santiago has the right idea. My friends disagree, because he is just a poor shepherd who makes very little money. But shouldn’t life be about more than just making money?  
Response #3:

Some people believe, like Santiago, that God is easier to find in the beauty of nature than in the inside of a building. But this quotation reveals more about Santiago than just his belief in God. It is an example of how the author lets the readers know how important being a shepherd is to Santiago.  Being a shepherd allows Santiago to be out traveling rather than in the seminary studying. The seminary was the plan his parents chose for Santiago, but he revels in the idea that he decided his own path of being a shepherd instead. People like to have control over their own destiny; it is part of what makes us all human.
