Welcome!  I am anticipating a great year together!  Communication is key, so don’t hesitate to contact me with any questions or concerns that may arise.
Class Description: 11th Grade World Literature and Composition is an upper-level English course dedicated to reading, writing, critical thinking, and verbal communication.  Studying texts from a variety of locations and time periods will shed light on a range of cultures and writing styles. Writing progress will be facilitated through direct instruction in grammar, effective writing, and the writing process. Students should expect rigor, challenge, tests, quizzes, weekly reading assignments, and extensive writing assignments.  This will be a challenging class.
Daily-Required Materials:  A spiral notebook or a 3 ring binder with loose-leaf paper; pen (blue or black) or pencil; textbook or novel (provided). 
Classroom Rules:  All school rules will be enforced.  The goal is to provide a classroom atmosphere that is safe and conducive to learning for all 11th grade English students. 

Homework:  There will be weekly reading assignments; students may choose to read in small increments daily or in bigger chunks. All writing assignments and worksheets will be given a due date as they are assigned – I rarely give an assignment that is due the following day unless there is class time given to work on it. Friday is vocabulary day. A test will be given on 10 vocabulary words, and then 10 new words will be assigned for the following week.
Grades:  I use a total point system, rather than weighted grades. The scale will be 90,80,70,60 and there will be no rounding up; however, extra credit is always available.  All assignment/test due dates will be posted both in the classroom and on my website. Late work will be docked 10% up until the end of access the following day and 50% after that. Make-up work and redo work shall be done outside class, with new due dates assigned.  I am available during access or after school for extra help or for make-up tests.
